Excerpt from the Bylaws
V. Board of Directors
A. Membership and Duties
1. President: The President shall have general charge of the busi-

ness and affairs of the Unit, shall preside at all meetings, shall .
appoint all committees authorized by the Board of Directorsand

shall be ex-officio member of all such committees.

2. Vice-President: The Vice-President shall serve as an aide to the
President and shall perform the duties of the President in the
President’s absence or inability to serve, and shall perform such
additional duties as delegated by the President.

3. Secretary-Treasurer: This individual shall conduct correspon-
dence relating to the welfare of the Unit and shall keep records of
membership and meetings of the Unit. He shall receive all
monies in the name of the Unit and shall pay out monies autho-
rized by proper voucher. He shall maintain a permanent record
of all finances of the Unit. He shall submit a detailed annual
report to the other members of the Board of Directors. A sum-
mary of this report shall be printed in the Unit bulletin.

4. Editor: The editor shall be in charge of the preparation and
distribution of all publications of the Unity. The editor shall be
appointed by the Board of Directors.

B. Terms of Office: The President, Vice-President and Secretary-
Treasurer shall serve for two years beginning at the start of the
fiscal year. The Directors shall serve for three year terms with
one Director being elected each year. Directors may not serve
more than two consecutive terms. After not serving for one year,
a two-term Director may be elected again.

C. Election: Election shail be by mail ballot with a majority of the
ballots cast being necessary for election.

D. Powers

1. The Board of Directors shall have the power to conduct all
business of the Unit within these Bylaws. All major decisions of
the Board of Directors shall be published in the Unit bulletin.

2. The Board of Directors may conduct business by mail provided
that three affirmative votes be obtained to pass any motion.

3. If any position falls vacant the Board shall fill it until the next
election. This will require a majority vote of the remaining
Directors.
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
